3. Beginning January 23, each week, you will submit a written summary of a New York Times article concerning an aspect of Globalization under consideration.   As a student, you may obtain free copies of The New York Times.  It is available at the Student Center and College Hall.  You may also access the paper at www.nytimes.com
Course Structure:

This is a seminar course.  Everyone will be participating in discussions in class, online and in group activities.  The course is divided into several themes having to do with Globalization.  It will take approximately two weeks to cover each theme.  You will be responsible for reading the material that is assigned for each class so that you will be ready to participate in the discussion.  

Paper:
Each student will be responsible for handing in one 5-7 term paper.  The paper will be due on April 25. We will discuss the contents of the paper in class.  However, you might want to think about the topic(s) early on.  You might want to select a topic that interests you personally and/or one that is in the realm of your major.  For example, Science majors might want to select Globalization and Health, or Environment as a topic; Business majors might want to select a topic on Globalization and Trade; Arts and Humanities majors might want to select a topic on Globalization and Culture, Migrations, , etc.
All summary paragraphs and papers should be submitted through the Blackboard  application. Handwritten papers will not be accepted.

Oral Presentation:

Each student will be responsible for one 5-10 minute oral presentation on his/her topic.  Topics and dates will be discussed and assigned.
